WHO ARE WE?

PART C

1John 4

17  Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he IS, so ARE we in this world.

Colossians 3

10  And HAVE PUT on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created him:

2Peter 1

4  Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these {through faith, if I may remind you} ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. 

1John 4

17b  ..... as he IS, so ARE we in this world.

The new creation is you and me, the amazing believer who lives by the power of Jesus' endless Life. True christianity is a MIRACLE by the working of the Spirit in us in response to heart-faith. 

Acts 13

33  God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.

12  Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead. 

1Corinthians 6

17  But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit.

1Peter 1

23  Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth forever.

It was not to Jesus alone, but to Jesus AND all God's sons in Jesus' loins, whom the LORD has given to Him, that the Father made the wonderful statement in Acts 13:33. All born-again men, the seed of Christ, were begotten again on that glorious resurrection morning, including the saints under the Previous Covenant as well as those lovelies who will yet call upon Jesus' name in this last revival. We experienced it when we actually exercised faith in God's work of our rebirth through Jesus. WE are NOW the sons of God, begotten by and in the Incarnate Word of God, Christ Jesus, Who Himself also is God!

WE are now bone of His bones and flesh of His flesh i.e. WE are Him, even as Eve was Adam! We, THROUGH, IN and WITH our risen Lord Jesus Christ ARE ELOHIM. We are sharing His exact nature, the exact nature of the members of the Trinity. The only basic difference between us and the Trinity is that we are and forever will be created beings existing by God. We are 'God' in nature as much as our Father and the risen Lord Jesus and the Holy Spirit. 

We are God by nature through the Holy Spirit Who resides in union with and imparts the very same Divine Life to our blood-washed regenerated spirits. Think about what this means and the practical implications for your christian life.
